A. Symptom : walk belt off centered or slips.

1. Power off appliance and unplug cord.

2. Using the hex tool, turn both idler roller screws counterclockwise till belt loosen
and lifting easily.
Tips: please markdown hex tool rotating cycles when loosen belt, which
use for adapting belt tension after lubrication process.

3. Lifting edges of belt and spraying lubrication oil at center of walk platform
evenly. Not necessary to apply spray lubrication oil on entire walk platform.
4. Lubrication oil volume Per time of maintenance: 5-10mL.
Attention: it would causes of belt slip if spray too much.

5. Using the hex tool, turn the both idler screws clockwise as previous markdown
number of turns untill walk belt tighten properly.
